


Introduction

The Caterpillar Overhaul Protection for Trucks
(OPT) program provides protection against
unexpected repair costs for covered component
failures. OPT is another important part of
Caterpillar’s continuing commitment to
superior value and product support.

What is OPT?

OPT is a Caterpillar engine overhaul protection
program developed especially for truck engines
that have received a certified overhaul from

an authorized Caterpillar or TEPS dealer. It
guarantees that your engine will receive a
certified overhaul and provides up to two years
additional warranty against unexpected repair
costs for qualified parts that may fail due to
defects in material or dealer workmanship
during normal engine use and operation.

Which Caterpillar products qualify
for the OPT Program?

The OPT program is available for Caterpillar
3116, 3126, 3208, 3176, C-10, C-12, 3306

and 3406 truck engines installed as original
equipment, warranty replacement or repower in

a truck, bus or RV that is licensed for on-highway
use in the contiguous United States, Alaska,
Hawaii and Canada.

Who can purchase OPT for
truck engines?

The Caterpillar OPT program is available for
qualified Caterpillar engines that have been
overhauled by an authorized Caterpillar or
TEPS dealer in accordance with Caterpillar’s
OPT overhaul requirements.

When and where can I
purchase OPT?

You must purchase OPT coverage at the time of
the OPT overhaul from the authorized Caterpillar
or TEPS dealer who performed the overhaul.

What’s required in an
OPT overhaul?

An OPT overhaul includes mandatory replacement
of several key parts including, but not limited to,
the cylinder head, fuel nozzles, connecting rods,
pistons, connecting rod bearings, main bearings
and water temperature regulators. Additional
components must pass inspection to qualify

for coverage.

How long will OPT cover

my engine?

OPT will cover your 3116, 3126 or 3208 engines
for 24 months or 150,000 miles and your 3176,
C-10, C-12, 3306, or 3406 engines for 24
months or 200,000 miles from the date of
overhaul completion.

If my engine has a breakdown,
what does OPT cover?

OPT will pay 100 percent of the parts and labor
charges to repair or replace any qualified part
that fails due to defects in material or dealer
workmanship under normal use and operation.
OPT will provide a replacement component for
any qualified part made unusable by the failure
of a qualified part. That is, if a qualified part fails,
OPT will pay for the replacement cost of the
qualified part plus associated labor needed to
replace the qualified part and other parts that
failed as a result of the failed qualified part.

There are three types of parts that are covered:
those that are required replacement components,
inspected components, and optional components.

Required replacement components include:
¢ Thermostats
* Rod, Main and Thrust Bearings
* PM Kit
« Piston Group
» Gaskets and Seals necessary to complete the overhaul
* Exhaust Manifold Bolts/Studs (where applicable)
¢ Cylinder Heads
* Connecting Rods (as needed)
« Fuel Nozzles (where applicable)
« Camshaft Follower Spring Guides (3306, 3406)
* O-ring Seals (3176 spacer block)
* Cylinder Packs

Following components are covered if they pass
inspection or are repaired or replaced during
the OPT overhaul:

« Spacer Plate/Block

* Camshaft

» Camshaft Followers/Lifters

¢ Vibration Damper

¢ Crankshaft

* Oil Pump

* Front Covers and Plate

* 0il Cooler Housing

* Rocker Arm Assembly

« Inlet Manifold (3176 only)

« JWAC Housing (3306, 3406)

 Exhaust Manifold

* Valve Cover and Base

* Water Pump Housing

« Flywheel Housing

« Cylinder Block/Deck/Counterbore

* Oil Jet Tube

* Oil Pan

The following parts are covered if replaced
as optional components:

* Turbocharger

* Water Pump

« Unit Injectors
